How to read a book to your child:

= Show delight and enthusiasm as you read.
@ Letyour child choose the book and let your child turn the pages.
= Point to the pictures as you talk about them.

@ Tell a familiar story, but leave out the words or parts of sentences
for your child tofill in.

@ Let your child describe the pictures and tell the story to you.

= Ifyour child is not interested in the story line, don't worry, they may
still enjoy looking at and pointing to the pictures.

Remember the goal is for your child to enjoy the book experience.
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
